“Volunteerism at its Finest!”
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The Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program is designed to introduce young ladies, ages 5 through 12 years of age, to the Miss Nevada, Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen, Miss America’s Outstanding Teen, and the Miss America Program before they reach competition age and to help them understand that becoming Miss America is not just a dream but something they can begin preparing for at a young age.  It allows them to work closely with the Miss Nevada and Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen contestants who will serve as their role models and mentors through community service.  The Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program is not a pageant and there is no competition between the Silver State Princesses.                                              

Miss Nevada and Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen contestants will select the young ladies that they wish to have as their Silver State Princesses.  Each Miss Nevada and Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen contestant will be required to have at least one Silver State Princesses and encouraged to have up to five. These Silver State Princesses are selected immediately following being crowned as a local titleholder so that the contestant can begin mentoring them well before the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant.  Final deadline for submitting Silver State Princesses Information will be June 1st.

Application Instructions
To become a participant in the Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program, the following steps must be completed:
· Complete the Application Form on the next page
· Complete and sign the Statement of Understanding

· Mail the completed forms with the $350.00 registration fee 
· The $350.00 registration fee includes:
· Official Silver State Princess Mentor Program Crown

· Official Silver State Princess Mentor Program Sash

· Official Silver State Princess Mentor Program T-Shirt

· Two (2) tickets to attend the Miss Nevada Pageant on Friday night and Two (2) tickets to attend the Miss Nevada Pageant on Saturday night.  (this is a two night event)  These tickets are non-transferrable and one of the tickets to the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant must be used by the Silver State Princess

· The Thursday of Miss Nevada Week starting at 2 p.m., Princesses will be treated like royalty by the Miss Nevada and Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen contestants

· Princesses will perform on stage during the pageant

· Mentoring throughout the entire year

· Princesses can do appearances with their Teen or Miss contestant

*Important Note: Any former Silver State Princess will be allowed a discount of $50.00 off the registration fee if they agree to use the crown from a previous year.  It must be noted on the registration form when applying.  The fee will then be $300.00.  Only former Silver State Princesses will be allowed this discount for using a crown from a previous year.  Any new Silver State Princess who borrows a crown from a former Silver State Princess or purchases her own crown from our vendor will still be required to pay the full fee of $350.00.  Silver State Princesses are NOT required to live in the State of Nevada.
To be accepted into the Silver State Princess Mentor Program, the Princess must be:
· Accepted by the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Contestant (unless otherwise arranged by the Miss Nevada Organization Executive Board
· Approved by the Miss Nevada Organization Executive Board

· Pay the registration fee in full.  Upon receipt of the registration fee and acceptance by the Miss Nevada Organization Executive Board, a confirmation email will be sent.  The crown and sash will be ordered from the vendors and on Thursday afternoon of Miss Nevada Week, a crowning ceremony will take place.  The Silver State Princess Mentor Program T-Shirt will be given to the Silver State Princess during Miss Nevada Week in June/July.

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· Selection of Princess
It is the responsibility of current Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Local Titleholders to choose their Silver State Princess.  The Silver State Princesses can be a friend, family members, or anyone who is interested in participating in the program as long as they meet the age requirements and are approved by the Miss Nevada Organization.  Each local titleholder who will compete in the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen State Pageant is required to have at least one Silver State Princess but is encouraged to select up to five (5) Princesses.  The Miss Nevada Organization is allowing young girls to participate as a Silver State Princess who would like to participate in the Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program but who is not affiliated with a Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Local Titleholder.  Silver State Princesses are not required to be Nevada residents.
· Who can be a Princess
Any young lady who is at least 5 years of age and no older than 12 by July 1st.  It is imperative your potential Silver State Princesses birthday falls after July 1st, in which she would turn 13 in order to qualify.  The oldest she can be is 12 years of age on July 1st If you have any questions, please contact the Miss Nevada Silver State Princes Mentor Program Chairman, Amy Hacker, by email at mnoteen@yahoo.com to determine eligibility.  In addition, if your potential Silver State Princess is interested in becoming a Silver State Princess but does not know a contestant personally, you can contact Amy Hacker at the previously indicated email address.  She will either put the Princess in touch with a contestant in her area or possibly allow her to be mentored by the current Miss Nevada and Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen, or another contestant.
· Responsibility of the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Local Titleholder
It is the responsibility of the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Local Titleholder to mentor and train her Silver State Princess in the values of community service, and in the attributes of a future Miss America’s Outstanding Teen or future Miss America, that includes poise, appearance when in public, manners, kindness and service to others.

· Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program Applications
It is the responsibility of the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Local Titleholder to make sure that applications and other paperwork is completed appropriately and in a timely manner.

The Silver State Princess’s family may pay the $350.00 registration fee or the potential Silver State Princess can obtain sponsorships from businesses or family and friends.

· Miss Nevada Pageant Program Book Ad Sales

Each Silver State Princess is encouraged to sell at least one ad for the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant Program book.  Details for ad layout will be sent to princesses along with their crown and sash upon receipt and approval of their application and fee.   A contest will be held for ad sales with the Silver State Princess and the Princess who sells the most ads will be named “Nevada’s Silver State Princess of the Year”.  The Silver State Princess selling the most ads will be publicly acknowledged during the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen State Pageant and her photo will be placed on the Miss Nevada Pageant website after Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant Week is completed.

· Official Princess Crowns and Sashes
The Official Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor crown and sash will be mailed to each Silver State Princess upon receipt of their completed application and fee.  Please allow three (3) weeks after submitting the application and registration fee for approval.  The Local Titleholder should explain to the Silver State Princess and her family that the crown is not a toy and should be handled with care.  It should not be worn except on official appearances as a Miss Nevada Silver State Princess.  If the crown becomes damaged or lost, it is the responsibility of the Silver State Princess and her family to pay a crown replacement fee of $50.00.  In addition, the sash is not a toy and will be worn by each of the Silver State Princesses at appearances and on stage at the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant.  If the sash is lost, damaged, or becomes soiled, it is the responsibility of the Silver State Princess and her family to pay a sash replacement fee of $50.00.
· Silver State Princess Wardrobe and Activities During Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant Week
Each princess is required to have a knee length or tea-length dress (must fall between the knees and the ankles) to wear onstage during the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant.  No floor length dresses will be allowed.  The dress can be a Sunday School/Church dress or can be a white party dress.  The decision is up to the Silver State Princess and her family.  The dress does not have to be expensive, but it needs to be presentable onstage!  Remember, the Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program is NOT a Pageant and the Princesses are not being judged.  This dress, official crown, and sash will be worn onstage during the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant.  More information on wardrobe requirements will be provided the beginning of June as the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant comes closer and as production, details and Silver State Princess activities are finalized.  Several activities will be planned for Princesses during the Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant Week.  The schedule will be announced at a later date.
· Silver State Princess Make-up, Hair Pieces, Wigs, Artificial Teeth, etc. During Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant Week
Every little girl wants to wear a little make-up on stage to really make her feel like a princess.  The Miss Nevada Organization understands and approves minimal make-up for these children.  However, accessories such as hairpieces, wigs, false eyelashes, artificial teeth, etc. are not allowed.  The Miss Nevada Organization has an unwritten “agreement” with the Miss America Organization that those types of accessories will not be allowed on the stage during Miss Nevada/Miss Nevada’s Outstanding Teen Pageant Week.  Please do not embarrass your child or the Miss Nevada Organization by bringing these types of accessories for your little girl to use.  The Miss Nevada Organization’s agreement is to not allow Silver State Princesses to walk on the stage if they are wearing these types of accessories.
Miss Nevada Silver State Princess Mentor Program Guidelines (cont’d)
· Photos

1. Each Silver State Princess must submit one (1) color or black/white headshot in 4x6 or 5x7 sizes.  Photo should be head and shoulders only.

2. Place a typed label on the back of the photograph which contains the name of the Silver State Princess and the Local Titleholder’s name and title for which she is a Princess (if applicable).

3. If the photographs are available in digital format, in addition to submitting the physical copy of the photo, you may also submit a disc with the headshot saved at 300 dpi resolution in .JPG format and no smaller than 4x6, or you may email it to – JanMichelTucson@aol.com.
