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Search Instructions for ASCAP

How to search ASCAP (American Society of Composers, Authors, and Publishers)

go to www.ASCAP.com

•
click on “ACE Database”
•
click on “Search the Database”

It is usually best to begin your search by song title.  Once the title comes up then match the songwriter(s).  If it does not come up – search BMI.
Now, click on “songwriter” or whatever information you have that matches the back of the CD you have for the version of the music you are using.  If you do not have this information, go to a store and locate the CD, or visit Itunes and get all information about the song such as artist, songwriter, and publisher.  You will need this to match the exact version of the song you are using for your performance.

Once you find the information on your song, please copy and paste all the information into a Microsoft Word Document.  Highlight in red the pertinent information about your song such as the name of the song and Performers (version you are using).  Also, bold and highlight each heading of Writers:, Performers:, Publishers. Please see the example provided.

How much does it cost to use a song?

Licensing fees depend on many things – including, but not limited to the fame of the song, the popularity of the performer, the way the song is used in production and the production media format.  Permission and the setting of fees are discretionary with the publisher.

Important Note: The actual clearance of the “sync” rights to use the talent music for each contestant will be obtained by Miss Nevada’s Production Company.  We do not obtain master use rights.

Even if you know the writer, performer or their management, they do not always control their own music and their approval may be invalid.  Because MNO controls the overall production budget, only MNO can obtain the clearance for the talent music.

The music I want to use in my production is so old I think it’s in the public domain (also called PD):

Do not assume that your music selection is classified Public Domain (PD) because it was published in 1922 or earlier.  Whether a song is PD depends on MANY things – laws vary depending on WHEN the piece was created, as well as WHERE your production will be exhibited.  Sometimes PD pieces are newly arranged and we also need to clear the publishing rights for any new arrangements.
